“We gave him the game ball; guys were pumped up” said the coach in the post-match press
conference.

Emilio Alvarez, national director of Borregos Athletics, said that there is Mexican talent which
can reach the ranks of the NFL.

“In Mexico, there is talent which could make it to the NFL.

“It's the responsibility of sports organizations, as well as educational institutions, to provide a
platform to promote this development,” he explained.

Alfredo Gutiérrez, who is 2.08 meters tall and weighs in at 155 kilograms, was part of the
International Player Pathway Program 2021.

This program began in 2017 with the aim of giving international athletes the opportunity to
compete in the NFL.

Another former Borrego who is currently playing for an NFL team is Isaac Alarcon, who became
the first Mexican participant in the International League Players Program to get a place within
the NFL, at the Dallas Cowboys.
