“They put out a call in Mexico City and the State of Mexico to recruit 17 students who would work
the entire semester on this project, choosing students with a broad portfolio,” he added.

For Diego, the options offered by the Tec de Monterrey to work directly with companies is a great
opportunity to develop professionally, before graduating.

“When I entered PrepaTec, I saw all of the opportunities that the institution offers you. Maybe you
won’t work for a company that you did a project with, but you will gain a lot of experience and
knowledge.
